TRANSFORMING “PURE” RESEARCH CASES INTO TEACHING CASES

Presentation Objectives and Synopsis

The purpose of this presentation is to briefly explore how the teacher-scholar may transform his or her so-called “pure” research cases into cases that can be used for teaching purposes.  Pure research cases may be those that are designed as a basis for grounded research, theory development and extension and for qualitative hypothesis testing either for research publications or for consulting purposes.  

Some areas to be covered include: the aggregation and disaggregation of information; the question of different informant permissions for different purposes; transformation of the research into a teachable story; including writing style; and finally the development of a teaching note or instructor’s manual from lessons learned or discoveries made through the research. The presentation should be useful to those who wish to teach major lessons from their research through the development of a teaching case.
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
