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International cases are learning tools to help develop managers for a new era characterized by extensive inter-cultural contact. Authors who travel to foreign destinations write a growing number of cases, and cases originally written for a domestic audience are being increasingly used worldwide. The problems that arise due to these developments have not been addressed in the literature. In this paper we try to initiate a discussion by pointing out the difficulties and pitfalls faced by casewriters developing cases from material collected in foreign locations as well as by the practice of distributing cases globally. We apply the experience ethnographers have gained in using qualitative research methods to discuss some of the problems casewriters are likely to encounter and suggest ways to minimize them. As an alternative we propose a postmodern approach to case writing.
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
