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The proposal of the relevance and efficiency of the case-based method in college education has been following a tendency towards the economics-management faculties, and this method application can be found in recent medicine research as well.  The purpose of this paper is to show the benefits of the case-based method for graduate students preparing for the field of architecture where creativity is highly valued, but is practiced within a particular historical context.
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
